Type2. Using a non-Honda coolant can result in
corrosion, causing the cooling system to malfunction or
fail.

* To avoid burning out the element, do not operate the
engine block heater until itis installed in the vehicle and
you have added coolant.

2.  Allow the engine and all cooling system components
to cool down. BULKHEAD

3. Place a clean drain pan under the radiator drain COVER
plug, then remove the drain plug from the bottom of
the radiator to drain the coolant. Remove the cover
and the radiator cap to increase the flow.

NOTICE: Radiator coolant will damage paint.
Quickly rinse any spilled coolant from painted
surfaces.

5. Remove the eleven clips, four bolts, and two self-
tapping screws that secure the front bumper.

Using a white marker and a
tape measure, mark the heater harness at the
measurements shown.

Locate and remove the engine block drain bolt and
washer. Coolant remaining in the engine jackets
may flow out of the bolt hole when the bolt is
removed.

NOTE: Retain the bolt in case the block heater is
removed. (A new washer should be used when the
bolt is reinstalled.)
