INSTALLATION

Client Information: The information in this
installation instruction is intended for use only by
skilled technicians who have the proper tools,
equipment, and training to correctly and safely add
equipment to your vehicle. These procedures should
not be attempted by “do-it-yourselfers.”

NOTE: Observe all safety notes and precautions
described in the service manual in addition to those
described in this installation instruction.
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1. Make sure you have the anti-theft codes for the
audio and navigation system (if equipped), then write
down the audio presets.

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery, and
wait at least 3 minutes before you start to install the
steering wheel.

3. Remove the access panel from the underside of the
steering wheel.

4. Remove the airbag connector from the switch plate.

5. Unplug the airbag connector. Pull the spring-loaded
sleeve toward the stop while holding the opposite
half of the airbag connector, then pull the airbag
connector halves apart. Be sure to pull on the sleeve
and not on the harness wires.
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Remove and discard the two TORX bolts that secure
the airbag, and remove the airbag. Carefully set the
airbag in a secure location with the pad facing up. Do
not drop or bump the airbag.

Remove the steering wheel bolt. Using a steering
wheel puller, remove the steering wheel. Do not
thread the steering wheel puller bolts in more than
10 mm. Be careful not to rotate the steering wheel
during removal.

Route the airbag harness down through the steering
wheel. Position the airbag on the steering wheel,
and check that the wire harness is not pinched.
Install the two new TORX bolts. Torque the TORX
bolts to 10 N'm (7.2 Ib-ft)

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Reconnect the negative cable to the battery.

Make sure the steering wheel is in the straight-ahead
position with the front wheels. If the spoke angle of
the steering wheel is not in the straight-ahead
position with the front wheels, straighten the wheel
and apply an adhesive steering wheel offset gauge
sticker (T/N 07AAJ-001A300) to the steering wheel
and steering wheel column cover to measure the
number of millimeters the steering wheel is off
center.

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Test-drive the vehicle and record how many
millimeters the steering wheel is off-center. Put the
vehicle on a lift to adjust the tie rods using the
measurements recorded during the test-drive.

« Ifthe wheels are pointed to the right, shorten the
driver’s side tie-rod, and lengthen the
passenger’s side.

» If the wheels are pointed to the left, shorten the
passenger’s side tie-rod, and lengthen the
driver’s side.

e Each 360° turn of the tie-rod equals about 8 mm
of steering wheel adjustment. For example, a
steering wheel is off-center by 4 mm, with the
front wheels pointed right (when the steering
wheel is centered). To correct the off-center,
shorten the driver’s side tie-rod by a half-turn,
and lengthen the passenger’s side tie-rod by a
half-turn.

Make sure that the horn works.

Turn the ignition key on, and verify that the SRS
warning light comes on and stays on for 6 seconds.
Turn the key off to make sure the SRS warning light
goes off.

Enter the anti-theft code for the audio and the
navigation system (if equipped), then enter the audio
presets.

Reset the clock (without navigation).
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
