INSTALLATION

NOTE:

• Do not to damage the paint finish.

• This rear bumper protector kit should be installed only
if the ambient air temperature is 15°C (60°F) or above.

• To allow the adhesive to cure, do not wash the vehicle
for 24 hours. Please advise the client.

If the vehicle is equipped with a spare tire, continue with
step 1; otherwise go to step 5.

1. Pull each lever, and fold down the left and right third
row seats.

While wearing eye protection, drill four pierced
marks to 10 mm.

• Wrap tape around each drill bit 10 mm (0.4 in.)
away from the tip or use a drill stop.

• First drill with a 3 mm drill bit, and then with a 6
mm drill bit, with an 8 mm drill bit, and finish with
a 10 mm drill bit.

• Remove all burrs.

9. Using an alcohol swab, thoroughly clean the area
where the rear bumper protector will attach.
