Install
the receiver cover into the opening at the end of the trailer hitch.
When you reinstall the ball mount, store the receiver cover in the cargo area.

After the first 600 miles (1,000 km) of towing, have your Acura Dealer re-check the tightness of the trailer hitch bolts.
