¢ To allow the adhesive to cure, do not wash the vehicle
for 24 hours. Please advise the client.

NOTICE: The trunk lid may fall by its own weight when
the trunk springs are removed, and can cause injury.
When installing and removing the trunk springs, have
an assistant hold the trunk lid open, or secure it open
with a block of wood.
