Customer Information: The information in this 
installation instruction is intended for use only by skilled 
technicians who have the proper tools, equipment, and 
training to correctly and safely add equipment to your 
vehicle. These procedures should not be attempted by 
“do-it-yourselfers.”

NOTE:
• These instructions show the left spoiler being installed. 

The same procedure applies to installing the right 
spoiler.

• Be careful not to damage the paint finish.
• This kit should be installed only if the ambient air 

temperature is 15°C (60°F) or above.
• To allow the adhesive to cure, do not wash the vehicle 

for 24 hours. Please advise the customer.

1. With the vehicle on a lift, locate and remove the bolt 
from the vehicle panel.

Move the left spoiler up and down gently 
to make sure that the gasket is installed securely to 
the rail.
NOTE: When installing the gasket to the rail, 
excessive force will damage the gasket and bracket. 
Apply just enough pressure to allow the gasket to 
contact the vehicle.
