This aluminum wheel is designed for use on vehicles
equipped with a TPMS (Tire Pressure Monitoring
System).

This aluminum wheel is equipped with a TPMS

sensor. See the service manual for the tire replacement

and TPMS sensor installation procedures.
Install the correct size tire.
Use a tire changer to install and remove the tires. Do

not use a tire lever, as it may cause damage to the tire

and aluminum wheel.

Be careful not to damage the wheel center cap when
installing the emblem.

The center cap emblem should be installed only if the
ambient air temperature is 15°C (60°F) or above.

To allow the adhesive to cure, do not wash the
vehicle for 24 hours.

tight. Make sure the pressure sensor is resting on the
wheel.
7. Tighten the valve nut to the specified torque while
holding the tire pressure sensor toward the wheel.
