2. Position the two hydro-glide assemblies on the rear
crossbar. Loosely install the hydro-glide assemblies
with one bracket, two bolts, and two knobs for each
assembly. The distance between the two assemblies
should be the same width as the kayak.
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3. Rest the front of the kayak on the hydro-glide
assemblies. Standing beside or alongside the kayak,
lift up the rear portion if the kayak and push it
forward, sliding on the hydro-glide assemblies and
saddles. Make sure the kayak reaches the front
saddles before you lower it.

Lift up the rear portion,
and slide it forward onto
the roof of the vehicle.
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Adjust the distance of the saddles and hydro-glide
assemblies to the same width as the kayak, then
secure the saddles and the hydro-glide assemblies
by tightening the knobs you installed in steps 1
