e Dealer Installation Recommended. Instructions may refer to Service Manual.
® To maintain the luster of your organizer, clean with a cloth as required using standard automotive vinyl, leather
and upholstery cleaners or soap and water.

e If the vehicle is equipped with a rear cargo cover, make sure the Cargo Organizer is in the closed position when
using the Tonneau Cover.

A WARNING

Your Cargo Organizer is designed to transport normal cargo contents. Flammable or dangerous
materials should not be transported in your vehicle at any time. If any corrosive chemicals are spilled
on your organizer it should be cleaned as described above.

When using this organizer, avoid sudden starts/stops or sharp turns as this may cause contents to
come out of the organizer.

A CAUTION

Ensure attachment brackets are securely fastened to the load floor and organizer.
Do not exceed the recommended load of 20 Ibs (9 kg) in the organizer.

If not being used, the dividers should be in the closed position.

Remove brackets from the load floor when organizer is not in place.

Fastening Organizer to Attachment Brackets

a) Starting with passenger side, insert and turn
Attachment Fastener (C) clockwise until fastener
engages with Attachment Bracket.

b) Repeat step 3a) for driver's side .

c) After fasteners are engaged with brackets, begin
to tighten each side down evenly until Organizer is
securely fastened.

d) To remove, simply turn fasteners counterclockwise
and remove Cargo Organizer.

NOTE:
Always check to make sure fasteners are
holding Cargo Organizer firmly to Load Floor.
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
