• Do not install the aluminum pedal kit in any way other than described in the following instructions. 
• If in any doubt, please ask your Mazda dealer to install the accessory in order to prevent errors in 

installation. 
• If you have any questions about the use of the accessory, ask your Mazda dealer for proper advice before 

using it.

1. INSTALLATION VIEW 

• Before installation, verify that the kit includes all the following parts and that they are free of dirt, 
scratches, or damage.

3. Peel off the template. 
4. Wrap the drill bit with duct tape as shown in the 

figure.

6. With the drill bit pointed perpendicular to the accelerator 
pedal, drill a hole in the marked position in stages. 
Drill hole diameter: From 2.5 mm to 8 mm (1 location). 

7. Remove any metal burrs around the drilled hole with a 
utility knife

4．ALUMINUM PEDAL INSTALLATION

• Always use a drill with a rotation speed adjustment, 
otherwise the trunk lid may deform. 

• Be careful when handling drills and other sharp objects. 
• To prevent scratching and over-drilling, wrap the drill bit 

with duct tape. 

• Make sure to remove burrs from the surface so that the 
surface of the accelerator pedal is smooth. 

• Completely remove drill filings from the cabin, otherwise 
they may cause abnormal noise.
