Wash cover on vehicle with mild soap. Allow sufficient time for cover to air dry completely before 
storing. DO NOT use bleach!

INSTALLATION PROCEDURE:

Read entire installation instructions before 
proceeding.

Install antenna pocket over antenna (if 
applicable).

Line up window over charging indicator on 
dash.

Pull the cover down over the ends of the front 
and rear bumpers.

Be careful not to damage any antenna or 
mirror pocket area when installing cover.

Watch out for any sharp objects on vehicle 
that may rip the cover. 

Lay the cover over the center of the vehicle 
and open. The Leaf logo will be visible on the 
front of the vehicle cover.

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4) Removal
a) Release both ends of the cover from under the bumpers.
b)

c) Start at the front of the vehicle and roll the cover from the front to the back.
d) Store cover in storage bag.

5) Washing and Cleaning
a)

1) Use a powder type detergent without bleach. 
2) Wash cover using "Normal" or "Permanent Press" cycle in cold or warm water. 
3) Run cover through (2) rinse cycles - it is important that all the detergent is removed.
4) The cover can be dried in most household dryers. Use the "Permanent Press" setting.

Dust can be cleared off the inside or outside surfaces by putting cover on the vehicle and hosing it 
off with water. To clean the inside, put the cover on the vehicle inside-out and hose off.

Fold up both sides of the cover towards the center of the vehicle, onto it's top, approximately 2 or 3 
feet wide.

CAUTION

During installation and removal, user should be careful with antenna. 

Machine Washing and Drying (Cover may be washed using a household washing machine and dryer. 

INSTALLATION PROCEDURE:

2) After rinsing off the cover, leave it on the vehicle to dry.
3) If the cover becomes solid in a few spots, light brushing with a soft rag will remove most dirt.

c) For Persistent Soils
1) Wet soiled area with water. 
2)

3) Rinse completely with water to remove all detergent residue.
4) Air dry completely. 

Wash wit a mixture of water and powder detergent, working the lather into the soiled area with a 
sponge.
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
